11. How did David’s view of the situation differ radically from Abishai’s? (16:10)  

12. What order did David give concerning Shimei, and what was his reason for doing so? (16:11)  

13. For what outcome did David hope instead of the immediate death of the heckler? (16:12)  

14. What did Shimei continue to do as David and his men journeyed on? (16:13)  

15. What did David do when he arrived at his destination? (16:14)
